Utilization and Demands for Agriculture Information
from Newspaper among Farmers

ang-Shu Lee

Summary

A study was made to understand the fact of utilization and demands for agricature informa-
tion from newspaper among farmers. A total of 350 samples were collected from Taipei, Taoyuan,
Hsinchu and Miaoli prefectures by stratefied random sampling method and analyzed by chi-square
test. Results revealed that 92.5% of investigated farmers were junior high graduate level; 75.0%
were senior high gradute level; 60.7% were elementary school graduate level; 69.5% of investigat-
ed farmers read definitely everyday; 18.5% read not definitely everyday; 12.5% rarely read news-
paper. In addition, 78.7% of investigated farmers subscribed to a newspaper by themselves; 21.3%
of farmers received a newspaper given free of charges. There were about 75.0% of farmers with-
out press cutting habit, merely 4.5% with this habit.

Analyses of farmers demands for Agriculture information from newspaper showed that 24.0%
of farmers read it for learning special technological information, 63.0% for common sense and
current news; 13% without special purpose. As for the extent of reading difficulty for agriculture
information, 51% of investigated farmers considered just right; 42% considered too easy; 58% of
investigated farmers commented most of agriculture information with referrence value or very valu-
able; only 11% of farmers considered the matter of no value.

In comparison of the preference between prodution technology, farm management, produc-
tion and marketil;g, and new cultivar introduction, it revealed that 52% of investigated farmers
preferred the information relating to production and marketing; next was production technology.

In suggestion, 18.5% of investigated farmers considered that agrculture information in
current newspaper was too simple and not so comprehensive. So that, some farmers expected to
publish "Farmer Daily Newspapers” or "Agriculture Weekly" to present as free of charge; and a

need for reading agriculture column also be mentioned.
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
