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Study on Management Model of Leisure Agriculture
in Taoyuan District

Abstract

This study investigated projects of leisure agriculture parks subsidized by the Council of
Agriculture from 2001 to 2004. The results showed 217 units of leisure farming inclusive of leisure
farms, tourist farms, ecological education farms etc. Among the above units, 3 were legally
registered and 23 were awaiting permission in this diserict. The status and results of operation were
learnt from 36 effective questionnaires; which showed that the overall category of running leisure
farming was mainly made up by farm productions and sole proprietors. The reason that farms could
attract tourists was due to products with excellent quality which could be consumed by tourists. The
problems faced during operation were mostly land restriction and regulations for allowance of use,
which still depended on the assistance of governmental departments for resolution so that the
owners could create a beneficial operational environment and enhance efficiency accordingly, and
where the industrial development of leisure farming could be promoted.From the results of 36
effective questionnaires, there were 23 farms that had dining facilities. there were 63.9% of dining
services found in leisure farms and 60.9% of dishes materials produced from leisure farm owner
field . There were 11 restaurant buildings that had applied for licenses and business registration.
