Summary

This study was conducted by sending questionnaires to the farmers and readers in Taoyuan
district area, including Taipei, Taoyuan and Hsinchu counties. Questions are included in the
guestionnaire to realize the farmer and reader’s opinions concerned about the Taoyuan District
Monthly Bulletin.
